Protecting Our True Identity in Christ

Detect - Can we admit that we have had our identity stolen?
Protect - What do we need to do to take back what has been stolen?

Resolve - How do we reconcile our true identity with our
perceived identity?

Reimburse - Can this only come from Jesus?
